2/ Meals

• All meals (lunch and dinner) are taken at the competition venue on the first floor. The AD CARD IS 

MANDATORY.

o Dinner: 18.00 to 22.00 (30 minutes after the end of the last match) 

3/ Sporting venue 

• Main hall: 4 Competition tables 

o Time slots:  Tuesday to Saturday: 10.00, 13.00, 16.00 & 19.00 

Sunday: 13.00 & 16.00 

• Practice hall: 10 tables 

o Opening of the venue: every day from 7.30 



Drink service: Bottles of water and water fountains will be at your disposal free of charge. For environmental reason, 

please throw empty plastic bottles in the specific dustbins. 

Access to the hall: Players’ entrance at the back of the venue. 

The reserved seats to all accredited persons are accessible from the same entrance as the field-of-play. 

4/ Transportation 

Every day a shuttle service is provided between the hotels and the hall and vice versa at the rate of one departure 

every hour and ½ time from 7:30 a.m. or 8:30 a.m. (depending on the start of the first match.) 

The countries accommodated at IBIS Tour Bretagne will be able to use the Tram line 3 (badge provided). The journey 

is direct without change and is done in about 15' (faster than by the shuttles). 

5/ Accreditation 

Accreditations are given at the Salle Sportive Métropolitaine starting Sunday, September 1st at 14.00.  

For the ITTF and ETTU Delegates, accreditation will be at the WESTOTEL hotel in La Chapelle-sur-Erdre. 

The secretariat will be open daily from 9.00 to 8.00. 

Lost or stolen cards: AD cards that are lost or stolen must be reported immediately to the Accreditation Centre.  

Lost or stolen cards will be cancelled in the registration system and will no longer be valid even if they are recovered 

at a later date. The fraudulent use of this AD will result the withdrawal of the card and the immediate eviction of the 

person. 

The participants who lose their AD cards will have to pay 100 euros. 

 

6/ Information desk and pigeons holes 

The information desk for the delegations is located at the entrance of the venue. 

 Voluntary staff will respond to your questions or assist with delegations’ needs.  

The pigeons’ holes of the delegations and ETTU officials are also located at the same desk. 

The documents will be given after showing one AD of the nation concerned. 

 

7/ Draws 

The draw of the quarter finals will be conducted by the Referee on Wednesday, September 4 in the VIP area on the 

first floor at 21:30. 

 

8/ Photographer - Press 

Only authorised photographers may take photographs on the floor of the playing area. 

Spectators may take photographs from spectators’ seats but NO FLASH is allowed in the public. 

One video camera is permitted for recording matches of your own players in the places reserved for that purpose. 

 

9/ Medical 

A doctor will be available for any problems. 

A first aid service will also be on site throughout the competition. 

 

10/ Ceremonies 

Presentation of the teams before each match: The teams concerned according to their playing time schedule must 

be gathered 5 minutes before their match starts in the call area. Teams are required to be near the entrance to the 

field-of-play 10 minutes before de match. 

 

Rostrum: The podiums will be held at the end of the competition and will reward the 4 semi-finalist teams whose 

presence is MANDATORY. The players and the coach should be dressed in full sports tracksuit. 

 

11/ Departure 

Departures will be made according to the information received.
